Director Edwards, Director Clark and Director Souza are present; Chairman Spaugh is present via conference call.
Announcement of Quorum: There is a quorum and the meeting begins at 9:36 am.
Pledge of Allegiance: Director Clark leads the Pledge of Allegiance.
1.0 ADOPT AGENDA: Director Souza motions to adopt the Agenda. Director Clark seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
2.0 INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS AND PUBLIC COMMENTS

3.0   CHIEF’S REPORT (a copy of the Chief’s report is attached with these minutes)
Highlights:

We are at 80% backfill with Medic 51. 

We are working on getting a new shell for battalion vehicle 51.

We are doing our 5-year ISO evaluation.

4.0     OLD BUSINESS
4.1 Advisory Board Update: No meetings have been conducted since the last update.
4.2 Fire Chief’s/JPA meetings update: Meetings will be moved to every other month for the JPA. Chief Savacool has put it on the FCA agenda to move their meetings to every other month as well. Chief Savacool is taking the stats for medic 51 to the JPA and FCA meetings tomorrow.
4.3 Consolidation with Mosquito Update: GVFPD and MFD had a workshop July 8th. Mosquito appointed a new board member last week. An update from them is expected this week. 
4.4 Davis Case Dismissal: The district was informed last week that we have been dismissed from the 4th of July suit.
5.0 NEW BUSINESS
5.1  Approve minutes from May 29th Meeting: Director Edwards makes a motion to approve the minutes from May 29, 2018. Director Clark seconds the motion. All are in favor and the minutes are approved.
5.2 Bills/Financial Report: Director Edwards motions to approve the Bills/Financial Report. Director Clark seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
5.3 Benefit Assessment Resolution: Director Edwards inquiries about the 218 processes for citizens to vote positively. Chief Savacool clarifies that this is a benefit assessment. It is the same as every other election. A 50 plus one vote is required. The assessment is very specific on what the funds can go to. The District’s law firm has suggested going with a benefit assessment instead of a special tax. A special tax would require a 2/3 vote. Director Edwards clarifies that every parcel gets a ballot/vote. 
Discussion: The BOD has the following Questions: Does that mean only one ballot per parcel even if it has multiple voters living there? Is it for improved and unimproved parcels? Once the lawyers figure that out, do we only need 50 plus one of everything that comes back? Will the department pay for the return mailings?

Director Edwards likes that benefit assessment gives everyone the opportunity to vote yes or no. Chief Savacool asks for a decision on if we are going to move forward with a benefit assessment or special tax. Chairman Spaugh, Director Edwards, Director Hawkins and Director Souza are in favor of a benefit assessment resolution. Director Clark abstains from commenting either way. Director Clark thinks he has to exclude himself because of Prop 13. Director Edwards explains Prop 13 is every home owner and should not affect his opinion. Director Clark is in favor of a benefit assessment. Director Edwards motions to move forward with a resolution for a benefit assessment. Director Souza seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
5.4 2017/18 Budget Amendment: Classes under Salary and benefits will go over as more IMT members are paid. There will be an abundance in Misc. Revenue as we have already been paid for these incidents. Director Edwards motions to amend the FY 17/18 budget with an increase of  $215,500.00 to go into classes needed for the shortage. Director Hawkins seconds the motion. All are in favor and the amended budget is approved.
5.5 Thank You Letter for Plot Line Adjustment: Director Edwards motions to send a letter after the Board’s feedback. Director Souza seconds the motion.  All are in favor and the motion is approved.
