This meeting was called to order by Chairman Edwards at 9:30 am. 

Board Members present are: F. Edwards, E. Hawkins, M. Spaugh and D. Souza.  Director Frank Clark is absent.

There is a quorum and the meeting begins.
Director Souza leads the Pledge of Allegiance. 
1.0 ADOPT AGENDA: Director Hawkins makes a motion to adopt the Agenda. Director Souza seconds the motion. All are in favor and the agenda is adopted.
2.0 INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS AND PUBLIC COMMENTS: There are no guests currently present however, Dr. Brazil from the county plans on stopping by to say hello.
3.0   CHIEF’S REPORT: (A copy of the Chief’s report is included with these minutes)
· We are down to two cadets in the academy from 5
· RS1 is coming, we are getting a great deal on price through the training association 
· Safe grant application was not accepted. We will have another shot at it this summer. We are getting an estimate for a grant writer to help us find grants that we want for our district and write them up for us.
· No current update on programs.
· Fence at Station 51 was moved.
· Shelves were built at station 53 for PPE. 
· Out-staffing was done for Mosquito during Feb. storms. JPA will be reimbursing us. 
· Georgetown Health Care Auxiliary donated $2500.00 to us.
4.0     OLD BUSINESS
4.1 Update on Direct Charges: We are still in search of a vendor to help collect fees.
4.2 CalPERS Compliance Update: We are now in compliance with CalPERS EPMC.
4.3 CCFD/Advisory Board Update: The CCFD no longer communes and the Advisory Board is now established. Chief Savacool heads up the advisory board. Director Spaugh has notified the RCC of this change. Director Spaugh strongly feels that it is now time to start focusing our efforts on reaching out to our citizens for help. Director Spaugh informs the BOD that the CCFD had concerns that they were not properly represented in previous meetings. Chief Savacool asks if they will send a representative for future advisory board meetings. Director Spaugh responds no. He explains their only concern was for patch monies. Director Spaugh feels that there is no other role for them now and that it is time to get money from the community.
Advisory Board: Chief Schwab did not show interest on wanting to be on the advisory board. One idea for the board is to have a county liaison, possibly Sue Hennike. The advisory board is looking to have only one point of contact. Every district on the advisory board agrees that we need a long term solution and that a Hotel Tax is not realistic and not the best option. Another idea is to bump up $25 JPA Ambulance fee and have it go to ALS as well as Ambulance.

6.0 NEW BUSINESS
6.1 Vote on Resolution 2017-03 Amendment to Chief Agreement: Director Spaugh makes a motion to make modifications to the Fire Chief’s agreement. Director Souza seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
6.2 Approval of MOU Language for No Tobacco Use agreement: Director Spaugh makes a motion to approve the MOU language for the No Tobacco Use incentive. Director Souza seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
6.3 Update/Discussion on Mosquito & GVFPD Consolidation Proposal: Chief Savacool met with Ranalli who seemed intrigued by the idea of a consolidation with Mosquito. Director Spaugh expresses once again that he would like to focus on reaching out to the community. Chief Savacool explains that the feedback so far has been nothing but positive and strongly feels that consolidation with Mosquito would not only be good for the community but would greatly benefit our district. Chief Savacool would like to move forward and make the proposal to the county. Director Spaugh expressed reservations about all parties being able to move forward collaboratively. Spaugh would like to see a Board member present during the meeting with the county and for all negotiations. He would also like to see community meetings that would include Mosquito residents. Director Spaugh would like to go straight to our citizens and ask for money rather than putting time into a consolidation. Chief Savacool explains that 84% of the Mosquito community voted on a 24% base rate and that their BOD was supportive and objective to the idea of a consolidation. After some more discussion Director Spaugh agrees to support a consolidation if the county backs it. Director Hawkins makes a motion to pursue the consolidation proposal in addition to other proposals for raising money for the District. Chairman Edwards seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is passed.
6.4 Medical Insurance Committee Approval Appointment: Director Hawkins will join the Medical Insurance Committee.
6.5 Discussion on Request for Proposal for a half-time Ambulance: Director Hawkins motions to approve moving forward with the proposal for a part time ambulance. Director Spaugh seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is passed.
6.6  Approve minutes from January 18, 2017: Director Spaugh makes a motion to approve the minutes with a change of the time the meeting starts to 9 am. Director Souza seconds the motion. All are in favor and the minutes are approved.
6.7  Bills/Financial Report: Director Souza makes a motion to approve the bills. Chairman Edwards seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
6.8  Oath of Office (Director Spaugh): Director Spaugh is sworn in.
7.0 OPEN FORUM: No discussion for open forum.
8.0 ADJOURNMENT: Chairman Edwards makes a motion to adjourn the meeting. Director Souza       seconds the motion. All are in favor and the meeting is adjourned at 11:55 am.
