Announcement of Quorum: Mark Spaugh is not present. There is a quorum and the meeting begins at 9:36 am.
Pledge of Allegiance: Director Clark leads the pledge of allegiance.
1.0 ADOPT AGENDA: Chief Savacool would like to add discussion to change the March BOD meeting to March 19, 2019. Director Edwards motions to adopt the agenda with the added item to move the regular March meeting. Director Souza seconds the motion,  all are in favor.
2.0 INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS AND PUBLIC COMMENTS

2.1 The Art of Donna Saylor- art work for Station 51 ideas: Director Souza states the station could use some beautification. Donna prepared some ideas for him for the station. They suggested some artwork on the doors. The obstacle is the metal doors and the use of them rolling up and down. Donna would like to propose a mural on top center of the doors. She also proposes our shields on the doors. One or both are options. She advises a professional painter to do the doors first. She also presents a mural with honor duty community. Director Edwards asks how long it will last. She advises forever. She advises she will come back and fix it if anything wears. Chief Savacool mentions there is challenge with the oil from the chains on the doors. Chief Savacool takes some pictures of the different options to go over with the staff. Director Edwards would like her to present the options to the staff. He states that the BOD makes the decision on spending the money but it is the firefighters home and would like their input on the ideas.
