Cal Fire Presentation- Chief Blankenhein gives a presentation on GVFD Cal Fire Amador plan for a BC. The way the billing works is they bill quarterly. The plan is negotiable and flexible on many of the items on the menu. The next step is up to GVFPD to decide what is best for the station. There are several months to make a decision and come up with an agreement. 
Chief Savacool would like to add this item to the September agenda. He suggests to vote when we know what our finances are. 4.4 GVFPD and MFPD Share Service Agreement update: Director Spaugh motions to approve the updated Share Service Agreement, Director Edwards seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.

5.1 Approve minutes from May 28th and June 5th 2019: Director Edwards motions to approve the minutes, Director Spaugh seconds the motion. All in favor and the minutes are approved.

5.3 Approval for Payment to Dion Nugent for Cougar Creek assignment: Director Edwards motions to approve payment to Dion Nugent for the Cougar Creek incident. Director Spaugh seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved. 
5.4 Biennial Audit Cancellation: Every two years we have to do an audit and submit it to county. It is going to cost $10,000. The county was contacted and they want us to do it and they will write us a letter saying so but there is an understanding that there is no consequence if we do not do one. Director Edwards motions to put it on the agenda for May 2020. Directgor Spaugh seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
5.5 Surplus 53- Engine 53 is out back. It works well but it would be flagged during a strike team inspection. At this point to does not get used. There are four local people interested in buying it. Spaugh motions to sell it during silent auction staring at 2,000. Edwards seconds. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
