1.0 ADOPT AGENDA: Director Edwards make a motion to approve the agenda, Director Souza seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
2.0 INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS AND PUBLIC COMMENTS

3.0   CHIEF’S REPORT: (A copy of the Chief’s report is included with this minutes.)
Chief makes a recommendation to table the Firefighter/apprentice position for the SAFER grant until next year. 
Local Tax measure: Should be made up of Yes or no questions.
Survey questions: clean up the wording for Question #4. Question #6 add the words annually and additionally, to clarify the question. Question #8 is a leading question, add that the money is to maintain what we already have. Question #9 emphasis firefighter paramedic. Change the amount from $50 on every question. Use different numbers so that one number does not get fixed in everyone’s mind. Question #14 add that this is an additional fire tax. Director Hawkins is hesitant to talk about jobs that we are trying to preserve on the line unless we mean it. He does not want to put out the message that we are just saving jobs and preventing layoffs.

4.1 Advisory Board Update: Advisory board has set up another meeting to reboot and look for other options for funding. 
4.2 Fire Chief’s/JPA meetings update: The operations unit is looking at specs for flag fest. They are just looking for a uniform model for everyone right now. JPA is finalizing their budgets. They are looking at an 11.8-million-dollar contract for medic units.
4.3 Consolidation with Mosquito Update: The departments met and went over some details. There were some questions on what the desired end result for Mosquito is. They are putting together a workshop to look at the realities of a consolidation. The workshop is to take place May 8th.

5.1  Approve minutes from March 27, 2018: Director Edwards motions to approve the minutes, Director Clark seconds. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
5.2  Bills/Financial Report: Director Edwards makes a motion to approve the bills/financials, Director Clark seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
5.3 Public Information Officer (PIO) course reimbursement $2,100 – Fire Chief: Chief requests to add this amount to his yearly stipend for education. Director Clark motions to approve the request, Director Edwards seconds the motion. All are in favor and the request is approved.
