Call to Order:  E. Hawkins, F. Edwards, D. Souza and M. Spaugh are present. F. Clark is not present.
Announcement of Quorum: There is a quorum and the meeting begins at 9:43 am
Pledge of Allegiance: Pledge of allegiance is conducted.
1.0 ADOPT AGENDA: Director Edwards motions to approve the agenda, Director Spaugh seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motions is approved.
2.0 INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS AND PUBLIC COMMENTS

Visitors are always welcomed at meetings of the Board of Directors and their suggestions and comments are encouraged.  Those wishing to address the Board may do so when the item on the Agenda is taken up prior to any action being taken by the Board, or under Communications.  Oral Communications will be limited to five minutes per topic.
Dane Wadle is present from CSDA. He wanted to mention the SB13 bill and get it on the BOD’s radar. The bill wants to prohibit development impacts fees on granny flats and new development  of them. CSDA is opposed and wanted to make sure the board was informed of the bill. Director Spaugh wants to know what the fees are. The Board requests exact numbers on what a granny flat would account for and an item be placed on the May agenda for discussion.

4.0 OLD BUSINESS
4.1 Advisory Board Update: Moving forward, Chief Savacool would like to add this update with 4.2. The county administrator is still hoping agencies are moving forward with consolidation proposals. The one with the most potential would be Rescue and El Dorado Hills. The county is trying to help any way they can. 
4.2 Fire Chief’s/JPA meetings update: JPA- The big issue right now is the budget. The JPA is struggling with the flat rate. They are deficit spending. There is no immediate solution for funding. The finance meeting is tomorrow, Jon Michaelson will be attending in Chief Savacool’s place. The JPA is looking at cutting the stipend to non-transport agencies. Our supplies are used on medical emergencies and the JPA collects monies from county from fees for those services. They are not mandated to resupply our stock. The JPA is looking to hire an audit on how the funds are being spent and collected. 
4.3 Consolidation Discussion update: A workshop was held yesterday. Mosquito showed up, Kat Mendenhall, Lori Parlin, Local 4691 was there, GVFPD Association, Cal Fire and one of Georgetown’s employees. No Georgetown BOD was present. 
Director Spaugh requests that any BOD to have the authority to respond to social media post response if they are educated on the subject being discussed. All BOD members are in agreement that any board member may respond to social media posts if they are educated on the topic being discussed.
Chief Savacool presents the power point that was presented at the consolidation workshop yesterday.

Chief would like to set up a morning and evening meeting to go over consolidation and benefit assessment with the communities. The board agrees that the meetings should be separate. May 8th 10 am and 6:30pm will be the consolidation meeting. 
May 23rd will be the benefit assessment meeting 10 am and 6:30 pm. 

Special Meeting on May 1st  at 9:30 am will be held to discuss and the May 8 and May 23 meetings. 

4.4 Special Assessment- The BOD requests for the Special Assessment to be added to regular agenda. Chairman Edwards requests that Chief Savacool write a letter to the editor for the paper on our consolidation ideas. The BOD would also like Chief Savacool to create a talking point list for board members when they are out in the community.

5.1 Approve minutes from March 19, 2019: Director Spaugh motions to approve the minutes from March 19, 2019. Director Edwards seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
5.2 Bills/Financial Report: Director Spaugh motion approve the bills/financial. Director Edwards seconds the motion. All are in all in favor and the motion is approved.
5.3 Budget Modification for $435,531 Use of Reserves: Director Spaugh motions for a budget modification for the $435,531 use of reserve funds. Director Edwards seconds the motion. All are in favor and the motion is approved.
6.0 OPEN FORUM: Director Spaugh informs everyone of a VFW event May 18th at the VFW park will offer services and assistant to veterans in need. Director Souza wants to know if the district will be at the event with the water rescue equipment? Chief Savacool will talk to A shift about it having the water rescue equipment at the VFW event.
